HALF COURT BASKETBALL

EQUIPMENT: Basketballs
RULES: 

· White always starts with the ball.
· If white shoots and hits the rim, net or backboard and gets the rebound they can shoot again.
· If white shoots and hits the rim, net or backboard but red gets the rebound, then red must clear the ball past the three point line or half court depending on the setup.  This can be done by passing or dribbling the ball.
· After a shot is made by either team, the opposing team gets free backs to the three point line or half court depending on the setup.  They can just take the ball to the line and start from there.

· 1 point for each basket made.
· If the defense fouls, they must call the foul (I got him/her) and ball must be checked into play at “the top” (three point or half court).  

· We DO NOT shoot free throws.
· If a violation is committed (i.e. traveling, double dribbling, etc.) the opposing team checks the ball into play at “the top”.

· If a player with the ball touches out of bounds at any time it is a turnover and the opposing team must check the ball into play at “the top”.

· Ball hogs- if that becomes an issue institute a three-pass rule.
